1. Plans for producing a chapter newsletter.  (May be done through e-mail, posted to a website, or sent by traditional mail.  Must have proof that paper copies were distributed to those who do not have access to electronic communication.)  

The Oregon Chapter produces between 8 - 10 Chapter newsletter issues (the Oregonizer) per year.  These are e-mailed to all members who have email addresses, posted to the Oregon Chapter website, and postal mailed to all members who do not have email addresses. The articles are a collaborative effort of the Oregon Chapter Newsletter Editor and other various members of the Oregon Chapter. 
· Plans to follow prescribed formatting, adhere to journalistic style, contain newsworthy content, include tasteful articles, proper grammar, cover IAWP activities/events/announcements, chapter president/officers/administrator column, and items such as chapter officer/chair roster, award criteria, membership applications, board meeting reports, grant/scholarship information, newsletter deadlines, and calendar of events.
The Oregonizer contains a "President's Message", a Chapter Officer/Chair roster page, and a "Calendar of Events" that cover articles/announcements/upcoming events.  Each issue also contains a variety of articles from the various section of the Employment Department, as well as wellness articles, links to past Oregonizer  issues and meeting minutes/agendas.  A link to the membership application and a statement showing the next Oregonizer deadline are also listed on the same section as the President's Message.  Grant/scholarship information, awards info/links, and legislative information, as well as other articles of importance are also listed in the Oregonizer and on the Chapter website.  The Oregonizer and the website have links to International and an "IAWP - What's In It For Me" section that shows our members the benefits of being an IAWP member.  It also gives the contact information for the International Administrative Office and the International Leadership.  
2. Plans that promote legislative awareness.

The Oregon Chapter Legislative Coordinator produces a "Legislative Happenings" newsletter that is emailed to all members who have email addresses.  The Oregon Chapter Legislative Coordinator also submits legislative articles to the Oregonizer.

The Oregon chapter provides a legislative update at the annual Oregon Educational Conference.

The Oregon Chapter Legislative Coordinator will send a congratulatory letter to all state and federal legislators who are either newly elected and/or re-elected introducing IAWP; who we are and what we do. 
· Plans for publishing legislative bulletins, news reports and contact information.
The Oregon Chapter Legislative Coordinator produces a "Legislative Happenings" newsletter that is emailed to all members who have email addresses.  The Oregon Chapter Legislative Coordinator also submits legislative articles to the Oregonizer.  The Oregon chapter also provides a legislative update at the Annual Oregon Educational Conference.  The Legislative Coordinator's contact information is listed on the Oregon Chapter Website and in the Oregonizer.
· Plans for documenting legislative efforts, e.g. a program, agenda, newsletter article, or memorandum.
The Oregon Chapter will attach a copy of the Congratulatory Letter" sent to all newly elected and/or reelected state and federal legislators introducing IAWP; who we are and what we do.  The Annual Oregon Educational Conference includes a legislative update session. 
3. Plans for developing or updating chapter sponsored website with content of value to IAWP members.  (Documented by submitting samples of website pages.)
